Key understanding

What is the equator?

An equator is an imaginary line around the
middle of a planet or other celestial body. It
is halfway between the North Pole and the
South Pole and it divides the planet into a
Northern Hemisphere and a Southern Hemi-
sphere.

Why is it hotter at the
equator than at the poles?

it is hotter at the equator than at the North
and South Pole because the sun's heat is
concentrated directly overhead at

the equator.

What are the Hemi-
spheres?

The Northern Hemisphere refers to the half
of the planet that is north of the equator,
while the Southern Hemisphere is all of the
planet south of the equator.

What do we get from our food?

Do all living things need the same nutri-
tion?

Children will be able to identify
that animals, including humans,
need the right types and amount
of nutrition, and that they get
nutrition from what they eat.
The will develop an understand-
ing of the types of nutrition
that a human requires.

What are the tropics?

The region of Earth's surface that is closest
to the Equator is called the tropics. Two
imaginary lines that circle the globe mark
the boundaries of the tropics. The line called
the Tropic of Cancer marks the northern
edge. The line called the Tropic of Capricorn
marks the southern edge.

What are the Artic and
Antarctic Circles?

The Antarctic Circle is a line of latitude
located at the bottom of the globe. It's on
the opposite side of the Arctic Circle..

In maths we will be focussing upon place value
and learning that..

10 tens are equivalent to 1 hundred, and that
100 is 10 times the size of 10.

To recognising the place value of each digit in
three-digit numbers, and compose and decom-
pose three-digit numbers using standard and
non-standard partitioning.

Reasoning about the location of any three-digit
number in the linear number system, including
identifying the previous and next multiple of
100 and 10.

Dividing 100 into 2, 4, 5 and 10 equal parts.
